* Read verse 14-15. How can you glorify God in your day of
trouble? What would that look like as you run up against smaller
daily troubles?

* Share how you need to bring your troubles more to God rather
than working them out in your own. Share how you can build
thankfulness more consistently into your days. What must you do
to exalt, rather than insult God?
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
