• Read Rom. 6.19; Titus 3.3.  What did it mean for you to be a slave 

to sin?  Do you think that this implies that everyone who isn't a 

Christian is a slave to sin? 

• Read 1 Pet. 1.18-19; Rom. 6.22; Rev. 1.5.  What does the imagery of 

being bought or ransomed mean?  How does that affect you when 

you think about it?

• Read Rom. 6.22; 14:7-9; 1 Cor. 6.19.  Do you think of yourself as a 

slave of God?  What is the meaning of that imagery?  How do you 

keep that from being a negative idea?

• What does our identity as slaves/servants of God imply about our 

obedience to God?  How can you embrace this more fully, in a way 

that helps you be more gladly obedient to your Master

• How ought the concept of these 2 slaveries shape the way you 

approach the Lord's table this year?  How can you be more mindful 

of these truths during the supper?

• spend time together in prayer, reflecting on what it means for you 

to be God's slave and submitting and rejoicing in that together.
